	The position of Radiation Safety Supervisor is appointed by the Head of School to provide a point of contact for the collection and dissemination of information on Radiation safety for the School of Medical Sciences. 


	Reporting
	

	The position reports to the level 3 occupational health and safety committee constituted in the School of Medical Sciences.


	Responsibilities
	

	The responsibilities of the Radiation Safety Supervisor include:

1. To be the point of contact for receiving information related to radiation safety from the UNSW Occupational Health and Safety Unit and Radiation Committee that needs to be disseminated to members of the School.
2. To be the point of contact for members of the School seeking advice on radiation safety issues.
3. To be responsible for developing and updating school’s radiation safety protocol in accordance with the OHS Management System. 
4. To be responsible for the registration of radiation premises.

5. To assist in EPA radiation license issues. 
6. To approve student radiation license exemption. 

7. To allocate and collect personal radiation monitors. 

8. To monitor radioactive waste disposal.
9. To approve Safe Work Procedures for radiation work.
10. To perform annual radiation inspection and identify local radiation risk areas (this is done together with the UNSW Radiation Health & Safety Coordinator).

11. To maintain records, including

a. Register of radiation researchers and laboratories

b. Register of radiation projects

c. Register of personal radiation monitor users

d. Register of radioactive  sources, acquisition, use and waste removal and disposal

e. Register of results of laboratory contamination monitoring 

f. Register of accidents and incidents involving radiation

g. Radiation Safety Training registers
